Small Leaved Lime
== The area between Wragby, Bardney
and Woodhall Spa has the greatest
"\;_ concentration of ancient small leaved lime
~~ woods in Britain. Known as the Lincolnshire
Limewoads, they are designated a National Nature Reserve,
The lime trees' timber is pale, soft and cuts cleanly and has been
a favourite with wood carvers throughout history.

St Giles Church,

Langton by Wragby

Langton by Wragby Church,
with its' impressive medieval
tower, is dedicated to St Giles,
patron saint of cripples, beggars
and blacksmiths.

This enchanting church receives
visitors from all over the world due to its links with
Stephen Langton and Magna Carta.

Stephen Langton

Stephen, son of Henry Langton

of Langton by Wragby, was elected
Archbishop of Canterbury in 1207.
Perhaps his greatest work was
arranging the books of the Bible
into chapters as well as being
responsible for the Magna Carta
and its signing by King John.

Rabbit
Rabbits were introduced into Britain in the | 2th century from the
western Mediterranean to provide meat and fur.

@ From the Market Place in
Wragby, follow the Bardney road
and turn left into Mill View Road.
Follow this road to the end of the
houses. Pass through a kissing
gate and continue along the
indicated path straight ahead (not
left to the church) to the old
cemetery.

@ At the metal fencing take the
path on the right and cross over a
footbridge. Turn left off the path
crossing over another footbridge
and go through a kissing gate, bear
right on to a diagonal path across
the field.

@® Cross over Stainfield Beck by the
footbridge and follow the path
straight ahead along Badgermoor
Woods. After the woods keep to
the path ahead, turning right across
a small bridge. Follow the path at
the rear of the farm buildings and
along a track, turning left to join the
path at a hedgerow where the
waymark arrow indicates. At the
end of the hedge cross over the
field to rejoin the track in Ash Holt
Wood.

@ Turn left to follow the track to
emerge in Langton by Wragby.

Turn right and follow the road to the
parish church. At the church, take
the path directly opposite, crossing
over the stile, through a paddock
and over a second stile. Once over
this stile, two paths are indicated;
follow the path bearing right across
the field towards a small copse.

© Pass over the footbridge at the
bottom of the field and follow the
path straight ahead with the brook
and hedge on your right.

@ Turn right at Hoop Lane and after
approx 50 yards, turn right again,
following the indicated path along
the hedge. Cross over the stile and
foothridge and continue straight
ahead between the farm buildings at
The Firs.

@ Cross the stile on the left side of
the hedge, as indicated by the
waymark arrow. After a few yards
cross a stile on your right and then
another and turn left. At the end of
the hedgerow follow the path
straight ahead towards a telegraph
pole.

© At the brick barn, turn right
along a track for a few yards, before
turning left on to the waymark path
along Hallbush Wood. Continue on
this path passing the ruined
building and descend along a
hedgerow to cross over a large
footbridge. Continue ahead to a
fence and a stile. Cross over the
stile into a paddock to a second
stile, to emerge on the B1202.

© Turn left and walk on the verge
for a few yards before crossing over
the road to follow the indicated
path. Follow this cinder track
towards the modern brick house
watching for a waymark post in the
hedgerow. This indicates the path
crosses the field on the right in a
diagonal line to the far corner of the
property and the end of a
hedgerow.

® Follow the path starting at the
telegraph pole, along the edge of
the wood to the next waymark.
Pass over the tarmac drive heading
straight across the field to a gap in
the hedge on the left of a telegraph
pole.
